ANTHONY PEDONE – BIO 2010

Anthony Pedone was born in Dallas, TX., but spent the formidable years of his life in Clayton, New Mexico. At 16 he moved back to Texas and played in multiple musical projects like Acridity, The Gaia Foundation, Cornpone, and Split while studying Music at Southwest Texas University. 

In 2001 Pedone began a 4.5 year prison term (three of those in a Maximum Security Unit in Arizona). In the last 2 years of his sentence, he was released to a Minimum Custody Yard where he received his Certificate in Writing Social Commentary from Penn State University’s Distance Learning Program and began work on a journal he would later use, in conjunction with the writings of Eli Higgins and Cinematic Artist Stephen Floyd, to create the screenplay called The Why. The Why was the first production for Floyd and Pedone’s production company, Robotic Indifference.

Anthony has appeared in the theatrical productions of: Proposals, Our Lady of the Tortilla, Arsenic and Old Lace and now sits on the Board of Governors at Theatre Victoria.  In addition to directing, editing and acting in The Why, Anthony has appeared in Richard Linklater’s Dazed and Confused, Snake Woman Production’s, Abortina, 2 Jews and a Video Camera, Fanucci’s Number, and in Inner Stage Productions’, A Clearing. 

Robotic Indifference completed their first music video in July for Austin Jazz Ensemble, Bee vs. Moth’s song, “Ugly is the New Black”, and will shoot the next video for Joe Six Pack in December.

Pedone has several projects in the works right now. In July of 2010, he was hired by Ponderous Productions as Director of Photography, and has begun shooting the fifth feature, in the Texas cult classic Serial Rabbit series, entitled, Serial Rabbit V: The Good, The Bad and The Fluffy.  

In the fall of 2010 Anthony, and Robotic Indifference, will join Indie filmmaker Steve Balderson (dir. Firecracker & Stuck!) as the Associate Producer on Balderson’s new film, The Casserole Club.  During the shoot for The Casserole Club, Anthony will direct the documentary, Camp Casserole (“the making-of” The Casserole Club). 

Work continues after The Casserole Club wraps.  Pedone has been cast in a new film by Elizabeth Spear (dir. Forward-Backward & The People You Know) that hoots in Austin, Texas in November, and then will head to Mexico to join the cast of  Flying Away-- a new film by Mexican director Tao Mijares (dir. El Dia).

In 2011 Anthony, and Robotic Indifference will begin production of their next feature films: Puppets and An American in Texas.
