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Even in early childhood, people commented on Garrett’s penchant for theatrics. It was inevitable that Garrett would become an actor, writer and director. 

The youngest of three children, Garrett Swann began his acting career as a teenager in Santa Barbara, California.  After years of being pinned to junior high school library doors, Garrett found friends, solace and love in local theatre. Swann relocated to New York at the age of 19, where he fine-tuned his acting skills at Circle in The Square’s Professional Workshop.  Aside from theatre productions of BRIGHTON BEACH MEMOIRS and BILOXI BLUES (for which he won a Best Actor Award at the American College Theatre Festival), he also appeared in many off-off-off Broadway shows. Other theatre credits: ALL MY SONS (7 Stages, Atlanta), STREET STORIES, THE CLAIRVOYANT (Playwright’s Arena, Los Angeles), SIX DEGREES OF SEPARATION (Santa Barbara Theatre Group). Garrett then moved to LA to pursue a film and television career, where he has appeared in numerous films as 10 ATTITUDES, HIP EDGY SEXY COOL, MILK, WILD CHILD, BREAKFAST ON CATALINA and THE FLUTE PLAYER. In the Fall of 2006, he co-starred along Bo Derek and Morgan Fairchild as Harold Huff in the MY NETWORK TV series FASHION HOUSE. Since then, FASHION HOUSE has aired in over 50 countries and syndicates on US cable channels.  Other Television credits: MTV’s THE ASSISTANT & THE 70’S HOUSE, AMERICA’S MOST WANTED and FOX’s PLAYING IT STRAIGHT, where he taught gay men to be straight (Go figure).

Currently, and for the past three years, Garrett has been developing a number of screenplays with his partner Marni Blake Rothman, whom he met while working behind the scenes of HBO’s THE CAT HOUSE. In the Fall of 2008, Swann co-wrote HOW TO TELL A MAN BY HIS SHOES with Rothman and author Kathryn Eisman, based on Eisman’s internationally best selling book of the same title.

In early 2010, Garrett wrote, directed and produced his first short film, THE PLOT of which created his production company, Tricycle Flicks.

Though he enjoys spending time at home entertaining guests, Swann also loves hopping on a commercial jet and travel. Garrett is also on the advisory board for The Alliance For Eating Disorders Awareness in West Palm Beach, Florida – a non-profit organization dedicated to the outreach and education of eating disorders, self-esteem and positive body image among children, teens, and young adults.
