Roger Ebert gave Balderson's film FIRECRACKER a special jury award on his list of 2005's Best Films.  The breathtaking imagery in FIRECRACKER pushes through the limits of cinema, establishing Balderson as one of today’s finest visual storytellers.  

Balderson’s other work includes: PHONE SEX (featuring Margaret Cho, Ron Jeremy, Penn Jillette and Lloyd Kaufman), PEP SQUAD (the satire that predicted American school violence), UNDERBELLY (a year in the life of Princess Farhana) and the award-winning WAMEGO documentary series about DIY Filmmaking.  If you are unfamiliar with Balderson's movies, you can rent or purchase them almost anywhere in the world.  

WATCH OUT is infused with the chromatic sensibility of Argento, Fellini, and Godard, although people with no more than thirty cultural references in their heads will immediately compare it to David Lynch.

Steve is also the subject of a new book written and published by author Joe Schaefer.  In Conversations, the author writes, “Having a dream and actually sitting down and hashing out how one will achieve it are two different things. Steve Balderson longed to be a filmmaker, so he made it happen.  This writer/director/producer just may be the personification of the new American dream.”
